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Prohibited Items in School 
 

Bosworth Academy is a strictly no-smoking and 

vaping campus. Ensuring school staff and students 

feel safe and secure is vital to establishing calm and 

supportive environments conducive to learning. 

We will not tolerate any student bringing a vape 

onto our site. We will search a student or their 

possessions where we have reasonable grounds to 

suspect that they may have a prohibited item such 

as a vape in school. Parents will then be informed if 

this has been required. 

While vaping is not considered as harmful as 

smoking cigarettes, many health experts have 

warned non-smokers not to start vaping, over 

concerns it could cause long-term damage to their 

lungs, hearts and brains. Vapes contain a lot of 

nicotine, which is very addictive. Getting addicted to 

nicotine makes it harder for teenagers to focus and 

concentrate on their learning. Further reading here 

at BBC News site. 

Nationally and in Leicestershire police have reported 

a rise in illegal vapes reported both locally and 

nationally, and there is an ongoing concern about 

the impact on young people. 

Police said illegally produced vapes and e-cigarettes 

could contain contaminants, high levels of nicotine 

and banned substances which are potentially 

dangerous to users. 

Important advice is that parents start by educating 

themselves, so they know what they’re talking about 

with their child, and to take an inquisitive and 

curious approach to what their teen’s experience is. 

The most important thing is keeping it as a dialogue.

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Nicotine Tooth Picks 
 

In our ongoing commitment to ensuring the safety 

and well-being of all students, we would like to bring 

to your attention Nicotine toothpicks which must not 

be brought into school.  

These seemingly harmless items are, in reality, a 

growing concern due to their potential health risks. 

Nicotine toothpicks are small, flavoured wooden 

sticks infused with nicotine. Their discrete nature 

makes them easy to conceal, raising concerns 

about their use among teenagers. Despite being 

marketed as an alternative to traditional smoking 

products for over 18 year olds, nicotine toothpicks 

still pose serious health risks, particularly for young 

people. Nicotine is highly addictive. These products 

not only violate school rules but also undermine our 

efforts to create a healthy, safe, environment for 

learning. 

Talking to Your Child About Nicotine Toothpicks 

As parents and guardians, you play a crucial role in 

educating your children about the risks associated 

with nicotine products. Here are some tips for 

starting this important conversation: 

1. Be Informed, Learn about nicotine toothpicks, 

their risks, and why they appeal to teens. 

Understanding the product will help you 

answer questions and provide accurate 

information. 

2. Create an Open Dialogue, Approach the 

conversation with empathy and openness. 

Ask your child if they’ve heard about nicotine 

toothpicks or seen them among peers. Avoid 

being confrontational; instead, focus on 

listening to their thoughts and concerns. 

3. Discuss the Risks, Explain how nicotine 

impacts the developing brain and the risks of 

addiction.  

4. Set Clear Expectations, Reinforce your 

family’s values and the school’s policies 

regarding nicotine products and the fact that 

they are banned from school site. Make it 

clear that using such products is not 

acceptable and explain the reasons behind 

this stance.
