The first thing to do is to figure out who lives in 

each house in Christmas Town. The two clues 

below tells us who lives 

in two of the houses 

straight away: 

¶ Rudolph lives in 

the most easterly 

town in 

Christmas Town 

¶ Father Christmas 

lives in the centre 

of town. 

We need to make a 

deduction to figure out 

the remaining three 

houses: 

Donner lives at the 

complete opposite end 

of town to Blitzen = 

Means that Donner and 

Blitzen must live in 

houses 1 and 3 (but we 

do not yet know which 

way round yet) and 

Prancer must live in 

house 2. 

Prancer lives further 

south than Donner = As Prancer is in house 2, 

Donner must live in house 1. 

Now we work out how far everyone has travelled 

and add them all up to get our answer. There are 

many routes for each person, the ones below are 

the shortest but there are other alternatives of the 

same length.
