A good summary should reduce the key points of o text to between 20 — 40% of its
original size, without losing any imporiant information.

Summarising your noles before an exam is a very effective way to revise o topic.

1. Read the original text very carefully, making sure you understand it.

2. Read it again, highlighting or underlining whot appear to be the key points,

3. Consider changing the order of points or grouping some together to save words.
4. Consider turning several similar points info a list within a single sentence

5. Don't copy anything straight out without re-wording it

6. Keep it clear and simple.
