ENCOURAGE OPEN DISCUSSIONS

Sporting events can be a good opening for conversations about gambling, as some
sponsorships may reference and even glamourise it. Talk to children about how these
promotions make them feel and encourage frequent conversations about any
concerns they may have. Adverts, influencers and online platforms may also feature
gambling products. As a child grows, it's important to encourage their critical
thinking skills to help them avoid being manipulated by this type of marketing.

MONITOR SPENDING

In-game purchases can be appealing to children, allowing them to unlock new
features or cosmetic items in a fraction of the time it would take to win them by
playing. Talk to children about how they spend money online; an interest in what
video games they play can encourage the conversation. Consider setting up
restrictions on their devices, requiring their parent or carer’s permission before
making any purchases. Talk about finances regularly and openly.
