To find other multiplications with the same
property, it makes sense to look at the general
form:

“abxcd” = (10a + b) x (10c + d) = 100ac + 10(ad + bc) + bd

“baxdc”= (10b+a)x(10d +c) = 100bd + 10( bc + ad) + ac

Hence to be equal,

100ac+bd = 100bd+ ac (since middle terms are
equal). Rearranging gives

99ac = 99hd

Hence

ac=bd

i.e. the product of the 10s column = the product
of the units column

In the above case 2x9 = 3x6
