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Mathematical Olympiad  
 

The maths department are celebrating more 

success in the UKMT maths challenges, this time 

in the Mathematical Olympiad for Girls that took 

place at the end of September.  

This challenge is aimed at the most able girls at 

Post 16 and this year, Freya H, Freya, M, Grace T 

and Charlotte S from Year 13  all took on the 

challenge of completing 5 questions over 2 hours 

30 minutes.  

All the girls achieved a great score but special 

mention to Freya M and Charlotte who both 

achieved a merit and Grace who gained a 

distinction. A huge well done to everyone. It is 

wonderful to see all our top female 

mathematicians performing so well and also all 

applying for a maths or maths related course at 

university.  

If you would like to test your skills at one of these 

challenging questions, here is a sample: 

Question 

In Figure 2 below, each of the 

five circles A, B, C, D, E is to be 

coloured so that adjacent 

circles are different colours. 

(a) In this part, circle A  is to be 

coloured red and circle B 

yellow.  

(i) Copy the diagram and show 

one possible way to colour the circles using 

amjmspq pcb* wcjjmu _lb epccl, Upgrc ¬P¬* ¬W¬ mp ¬E¬

in each circle to indicate its colour.  

(ii) Explain why it is not possible to colour all five 

circles using only red and yellow. You should use 

labels A, B, C, D, E  to refer to the circles.  

(b) In this part, the colours to be used are purple, 

orange and white. How many different ways are 

there to colour the circles using these three 

colours, so that adjacent circles are different 

colours?  

Answers  

a) (i) e.g. 

(ii) We already know that 

circle A is red and circle B 

yellow. This means that circle 

C has to be red, circle D 

yellow and circle E red. 

However, that makes E the 

same colour as A, so it is not 

possible to colour the circles 

using only those two colours.
