Year 11 students were given a greater insight into 

the world of football this week when Tamworth FC 

midfielder Callum Powell visited Bosworth Academy 

on Wednesday to discuss football scholarships. 

Callum discussed with the students the Post 16 

option of studying a NCFE Level 3 Extended 

Diploma in Sport (Performance and Excellence) 

through the CP Coaching Academy. 

This pathway enables students to train, play and 

study with video analysis used to identify areas of 

improvement for players. 

Callum shared his own journey of being a football 

player and coach with him showing Character to 

overcome setbacks including injuries.

We were saddened to hear of the passing of 

former Deputy Prime Minister, Lord John Prescott, 

whose influence on politics and social policy 

touched many lives across the UK. 

As we reflect on his contributions, we remember a 

special moment from our GCSE Geography 

fieldwork in 2017. While visiting Hull, we had the 

unexpected opportunity to spot Lord Prescott. 

Demonstrating their keen interest in urban 

regeneration, our geographers used the 

opportunistic sampling framework to engage him 

in conversation, asking for his thoughts on Hull's 

regeneration efforts. His openness and willingness 

to share his views left a lasting impression on the 

students, offering them a unique and valuable 

insight into the real-world application of their 

studies. 

Our thoughts are with his family, friends, and all 

those who admired him. His legacy, particularly in 

areas of regeneration and public service, will 

continue to inspire future generations.

road traffic collisions being 16% of drivers but 26% 

of fatalities and 30% of casualties.  

The Pathfinder Initiative was 

created by The Under 17 

Car Club Charitable Trust to 

address that challenge. 

Delivered by volunteers, the 

5 day programme  is 

designed for 15-17 year olds 

who, accompanied by a 

parent or other  appropriate 

adult, learn the essential practical skills, road 

knowledge, attitudes  and behaviours to be 

#SafeAt17 when they pursue a DVSA licence.  

Surveys of the outcome of participation show that 

Pathfinder graduates have a 1st year post-test 

reportable incident rate of 1 in 19, a substantial 

improvement  over the national peer group rate of 1 

in 4/5.

Pathfinder is run on a not for profit basis with 

bursaries available for those who cannot pay the 

course fee – and a bursary scheme which reduces 

the cost to young people resident in Leicester, 

Leicestershire and Rutland to £240. No child has 

ever been denied a place at Pathfinder on financial, 

educational needs or health grounds so if you 

require additional assistance we will discuss with 

you how to make participation possible. Events 

relatively local to you occur in school holidays at 

Prestwold Driving Centre with the next event during 

the February half term.

Please note that staff will 

temporarily hold cars to allow the safe departure 

of buses, and we ask for your patience and 

respect during this process. 

We would also like to stress the importance of 

respecting local residents. Please avoid blocking 

driveways or parking in front of homes, as this can 

cause unnecessary inconvenience and frustration. 

In addition, we kindly ask that you do not stop in 

the school’s entrance or exit zones, which must 

remain clear for the safe and efficient flow of 

traffic. 

Finally, we are working closely with police to 

address inappropriate driving behaviour near the 

school.
