Our REAL LiFE 
key stage three curriculum is designed to build student 
agency through personalised learning, coaching, and real-

world application 
of knowledge through 
interdisciplinary 
missions.  Many of the missions 
produced by our students were 
showcased in the Main Hall and Dining 
Hall areas for our visitors to see. Missions 
are divided into milestone assignments, taught 
by subject teachers with student progress monitored 
closely by their CREW (tutor) Leader. 
There was a real buzz of activity during both evenings with 
our students proudly guiding students 
through the work on display and comparing it 
to their own missions on student iPads. It 

was great to see our students sharing their beautiful work and taking real ownership of their 
learning journey. Our teachers enjoyed engaging with parents and carers and were delighted 
to put some faces to names. This was the first exhibition evening of this type so we are keen 
for parental feedback. An evaluation form has already been shared by email. 
This week one of our teachers and leaders, Mrs Moran, engaged with our student Diversity 
Ambassadors to survey students and staff about race representation in school. We look 
forward to analysing the outcomes from their survey to see how we can continue to celebrate 
diversity and explore the issue of racial justice.
