blazers (for KS4), jumpers (for KS3) and lanyard
wearing for all students. Uniform for these items is
markedly better, thank you for your support with
this. Students just need to ensure that their
lanyards are always visible to staff.

Having our uniform right is important in setting and
maintaining our expectations of all students.

Our next focus (alongside blazers/jumpers/
lanyards) will be on skirts and trousers.

The vast majority of students wear the correct
skirts and wear them appropriately but some
grsbclrg- qigprqg _pc r mn
that skirts are worn just above the knee, as shown
in the images below. Some students are rolling
their skirts at the waist to shorten their skirt and
others have skirts that are far too small for them.
As of this week, students with skirts too short after
our uniform check as they come into school will
receive a TTT detention.

If students are receiving multiple detentions for
having their skirt too short, a letter will be sent
home asking parents/carers to address this. If
students continue to not meet our standards
following this, we will be asking students to wear
trousers rather than a skirt.

We would be grateful if you could spend some
time checking that any skirts worn to school are
appropriate.

We have also noticed a concern regarding
trousers.

Some students have started to wear their trousers
so that they sag below the waistline. Whilst these
students tend to wear shorts or joggers
underneath their trousers, it is still not appropriate
to have trousers that look like they are falling down
on the school site.

As with skirt issues, students wearing their
trousers like this from 3rd November will receive a
TTT detention. We would, again, be grateful if you
could spend some time checking that any trousers
worn to school are appropriate. Belts can be worn
if required.
