Students listened intently as Adam shared his 

impressive and inspiring journey, from Bosworth 

to Michelin Star Chef. Following his GCSEs he did 

a year at Catering College, in Birmingham, where 

he made a connection that led to a career-

defining move. At 17 Adam found himself working 

at The Ritz, in London!! He worked there for over 

a decade, homing his craft. It also gave him the 

opportunity to compete in world renowned and 

prestigious  competitions, including WorldSkills 

and the legendary Roux Scholarship, which he 

went on to win in 2012. This led Adam to another 

opportunity of working in France for a short time.  

In 2016, Adam joined Coworth Park, in Ascot, as 

Executive Head Chef. After the pandemic, he 

went on to open his own restaurant, at Coworth 

Park, and gained a Michelin Star for his restaurant 

'Woven by Adam Smith' after just six months of
